RABBI BINYOMIN PELS "1
Rabbi Binyomin Pels (Rebbetzen Cooper's brother), who was nifter last
Friday night, was born in Hamburg, Germany in 1924. He came to London,
with his family, in 1939 and studied in Schneider’s Yeshivah in London and in
Gateshead Kollel. In 1948 he became involved with the Children’s Home set
up by Rabbi Dr. Solomon Schonfeld in Clonyn Castle, Ireland for the last
kindertransport for ninty seven children who had spent the war in camps or in
hiding. He met his wife, Miss Sendi Templer, in Ireland. In 1954, the first Rav
of the North Hendon Synagogue, Rabbi Dr Alexander Carlebach resigned on
his appointment as Communal Rabbi of Belfast. The Shul Minute Book

A records that at a Board Meeting on 8 September 1954, the Chairman, Mr H

)

Pizan, reported that “Rabbi B Pels, the prospective candidate, had been
attending the Synagogue for two Shabbosos, when he delivered a sermon
and gave a Shiur. Having made all the necessary enquiries, the Honorary
Officers were of the opinion that Rabbi B Pels was the most suitable
candidate for the position of Rabbi, vacated by Rabbi A Carlebach”. The
Minute Book further reports on the Board Meeting on 27 December 1956 that
“Mr | Steinhart informed the Committee that Rabbi Pels was leaving the
Synagogue following a “call” of the Amsterdam Community. It was agreed to
arrange a farewell party for Rabbi Pels and to present him with a cheque”.
Rabbi Pels went on to become Rav of Luzern in Switzerland before retiring to
Yerushalayim.
