As from this Friday, the time for the start of Shabbos and Candle Lighting 
reverts to 15 minutes before sunset, rounded back to the nearest five 
minutes. Consequently, there is no longer the opportunity to delay candle 
lighting by a few minutes and therefore all Shabbos preparations should be 
completed by the time stated in the Timetable.
